| have talked to Lloyd Smith, Director of Traffic Management at METRO, about an hour ago. We
discussed both the lack of adequate crosswalks on Main Street and the tickets being given by the METRO
police. METRO recently announced in the media, and on their web site, that they would begin giving tickets
to pedestrians crossing Main Street outside of clearly marked crosswalks. However, the ticketing for
crossing Mainn Street at Wood Street has been a surprise to all of us. | am expecting a call sometime this
afternoon from Chief Lambert of the METRO police concerning the enforcement issue. Mr. Smith committed
to me to work with us to address the major problem of inadequate crosswalks on Main Street. Currently,
there are only two crosswalks on Main Street south of Shea Street. One is under the 1-10 bridge at the
stoplight that is located just North of Wood Street. The next crosswalk going South on Main Street is at Main
and Commerce. Having worked with both the city and METRO over the years, | know that it is very difficult to
locate a safe crosswalk between the One Main Building and Wood Street. This difficulty is caused by the
crown in the Main Street Bridge and the two stoplights at the I-10 feeder roads. | believe that Mr. Smith will
work with us to identify some clearly marked, safe crosswalks that will enable our students and faculty to
safely cross Main Street.

We ali kniow that the implementataion of the light rail is going to change, for better or worse, our
approaches to the One Main building. Hopefully, we will be able to work with METRO to develop reasonable
solutions to the pedestrian problems on Main Street. | will keep you informed as | get additional information
from METRO.
